1. ‘Vision’ Quiz
a. Raj created a short 8-question quiz to test the Steering Groups knowledge of the new Grange Farm vision – “caring for the community” (Place, People & Partners). The Steering Group recognise their important role in ensuring the community and wider stakeholders understand the vision and that an Action Plan is produced for the delivery of the ambitions.

2. Any Other Business
a. Ken asked about the food parcel initiative. Raj confirmed that this had ended last Friday, but there are a number of food initiatives taking place across the borough. Rachel announced that MyYard are looking into safe alternatives to continue with a new food parcel initiative. 

b. Rachel reported that she was made aware of an allotment area near Osmond Close that can be used for initiatives to support the Grange Farm community. c. A Rugby Club (keep fit) for all ages will be starting on Tuesdays from 12pm to 4pm for 5 weeks (meeting point outside the community hall). It will consist of non-contact rugby-based training activities. Raj will be distributing leaflets produced by Anthea to advertise the activity. Rachel will be present at the event to distribute drinks and snacks. This event is timely as 11 children had written letters asking for a multi use games area (MUGA) as there was little to do on the estate.
d. MyYard will be running a Summer programme for 14 teenagers, but the activities will take place off the estate. More details are to follow.
